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RESUMO

No Brasil, cresce o nimero de jovens com ensino superior completo, também devido ao
aumento no nimero de institui¢des de educacdo a distancia (EAD), sendo, portanto, interessante
a andlise quantitativa desses dados. O presente estudo utiliza Andlise Envoltdria de Dados (DEA)
para avaiar o curso de Matemética no Centro de Educacdo a Distancia do Estado do Rio de
(CEDERJ) e propor as localidades que retinem as melhores caracteristicas ambientais para um
novo polo do CEDERJ, com base nessa avaliagdo. Assim, 0 objetivo € enriquecer as discussoes
de EAD e auxiliar decisbes que envolvem o futuro da educacéo a distancia no Brasil.
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ABSTRACT

The number of young adults that have completed their undergraduate distance
education is rising in Brazil. This fact is also due to the recent increase in the number of centres
that offer undergraduate distance education, which makes it interesting to quantitatively analyze
its data. The present study uses Data Envelopment Analysis (DEA) to evauate the course of
Mathematics of the Undergraduate Distance Education Centre of Rio de Janeiro (CEDERJ), and
to propose the locations that gather the best environmental factors for a new CEDERJ centre,
according to the evaluation. Therefore, the aim is to enrich the discussions on distance education
and support decisions that involve the future of Brazil”s distance education.
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
